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O PROGRAMA AFRICAN SAFARI LODGE

O Programa African Safari Lodge e Desenvolvimento Rural (ASL) operaem
Mogambique desde finais de 2005, financiado pela Fundaggo Ford e gerido
pela TechnoServe. Ao seu Comité de Direc¢do pertencem vérios organismos
nacionais e internacionais, nomeadamente o Ministério de Turismo por
intermédio da sua Direccéio Nacional de Areas de Conservagio.

Os Safari Lodge Africanos sdo projectos de eco-turismo, tnicos no mundo
quanto ao sucesso que tém tido em levar populagdes historicamente pobres
marginalizadas para o fluxo produtivo da economia rural. Em Mogambique,
tais objectivos tém sido também alcangados, demonstrando que o turismo
responsavel, de altos pardmetros, contribui para o desenvolvimento rural,
beneficiando as populagdes locais.

Os lodges piloto, que em Mogambique t€m o apoio do Programa ASL, sio o
Covane Community Lodge, situado nas margens da albufeira de Massingir,
0 Guludo Beach Lodge, no Parque Nacional das Quirimbas ¢ a 136 km de
Pemba, o Nkwichi Lodge, no Lago Niassa, perto de Cobué, e o Ibo Island
Safari Lodge, também nas Quirimbas. Para além de Mogambique, este
programa estende-se & Africa do Sul e & Namibia.

Estes lodges situam-se em dreas com altas taxas de desemprego, ai criando
empregos directos a tempo inteiro e geralmente pagando salarios mais altos
em relacdo a outros sectores da economia local. Com frequéncia, este tipo
de lodges desenvolvem-se em terras e concessoes que pertencem as comu-
nidades locais, gerando rendas e taxas de concessdo que revertem para elas.
Além disso, criam oportunidades para pequenos negocios locais, contribuindo
para o desenvolvimento das regides onde operam.
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THE AFRICAN SAFARI LODGE PROGRAMME

The African Safari Lodge and Rural Development Programme (ASL) has
been operating in Mozambique since the end of 2005, financed by the
Ford Foundation and managed by TecnoServe. A number of national and
international bodies sit on its Steering Commit-
tee, including the Ministry of Tourism through its
National Conservation Areas Department.
African Safari Lodges are eco-tourism projects,
unique in the world with regard to their suc-
cess in bringing historically poor and margin-
alized populations to the production flow of
the rural economy. Such objectives have also
been attained in Mozambique, showing that
responsible high-end tourism has contributed
to rural development and to the benefit of the
local population.

The pilot lodges supported by the ASL Programme
in Mozambique are the Covane Community
Lodge, on the banks of the Massingir dam, the
Guludo Beach Lodge, in the Quirimbas National
Park 80 km north of Pemba, the Nkwich Lodge,
on Lake Niassa near Cobué, and the Ibo Island
Lodge, also in the Quirimbas.

In addition to Mozambique, this programme
extends to South Africa and Namibia.

These lodges are situated in areas of high un-
employment, creating direct, full-time jobs and
generally paying higher salaries than other sectors
of the local economy. This kind of lodge is often
developed on land and concessions belonging to
the local communities, generating rents and con-
cession taxes that revert to them. In addition, they
create opportunities for small local businesses,
contributing towards an improved knowledge
of the regions where they operate.
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
